B.  Statutory obligations:-

2. 2.1 As tenders are invited through e-Tendering process, physical copy of the tender document would not be available for sale. 

2.2 The bidding process will be accepted only through e-Tendering platform. 

2.3 Once the bidder has submitted his bid through e-Tender, it will be presumed that bidder has understood & accepted all the terms and condition of the tender and no correspondence at later stage will be entertained in this matter.
2.4 Contractor can upload documents in JPG or PDF format or any other format as permitted by e-tendering portal. The e- tender has to be downloaded and uploaded to e- portal with bidder’s digital signature. The submission of documents is deemed as undertaking by bidder that all the documents are true and genuine. 2.6 The bidder shall have to download the full tender Documents and again shall upload the Documents with Digital Signature before the prescribed date and time of submission. 
2.7 Online bid documents submitted by intending bidders shall be opened only of those bidders, whose Earnest Money Deposit, Cost of Bid Document and other documents placed in the envelope are found in order. Tender not accompanied by documents as per 2.5 & 2.6 above shall be summarily rejected and will remain archived/ unopened.

2.8 In case the date of submission (opening) of bid is declared to be a holiday, the date of submission (opening) of bid will get shifted automatically to next working day at the same scheduled time. Any change in bid opening date due to any other unavoidable reason will be intimated to all the bidders separately.

2.9 After submission of online bid, the contractor can resubmit revised bid any number of times but before last time and date of submission of bid as notified. While submitting the revised bid, contractor can revise the rate of one or more item(s) any number of times (he need not re-enter rates of all the items).
2.10 Contractor must ensure to quote rate of each item. If any cell is left blank and no rate is quoted by the bidder, rate of such item shall be treated as “0” (Zero).

3. No claim whatsoever on such account shall be entertained by the BSNL in any circumstances.

4. Agreement shall be drawn with the successful Tenderer on prescribed Form No. BSNL EW-8, which is available in Division Office. Tenderer shall quote his rates as per various terms and conditions of the said form.

5. The time allowed for carrying out the work will be as mentioned above in the table at the beginning of EW 6.

6. In case the eligibility credentials are not found in order at any stage i.e. before award of work or during execution of the work or after completion of the work, the contractor will be debarred from tendering in BSNL including any other action under the contract or existing law. 

7. Performance Guarantee & Security Deposit
a) 
Performance Guarantee (PG): - The Firm shall have to furnish Performance guarantee @ 3% of the contract value of the individual contract within two weeks of the issue of   commencement letter in the form of Bank guarantee on a Nationalized/Scheduled bank in standard format (Annexure II)/ CDR/ FDR/ DD. This performance guarantee shall be submitted in the Electrical Division in the name of concerned Accounts Officer and the validity period of the performance bank guarantee shall be of 24 months or up to the actual completion of work / satisfactorily handing over of site, whichever is later.

Security deposit: A sum @ 10% of the gross amount of the bill shall be deducted from each running bill of the contractor till the sum will amount to security deposit of 5% of the Tendered value of the work. The Performance Guarantee & Security Deposit shall be refunded after successful / satisfactorily handing over of site after completion of work
8.   
The acceptance of a tender will rest with the Executive Engineer (E) - II, BSNL Electrical Division Jammu, who does not bind himself to accept the lowest tender or any other tender and reserves to himself the Authority to reject lowest or all the tenders received without assigning any reason. 11.   No employee in BSNL/ Govt. of India is allowed to work as a contractor for a period of two years of his retirement   from service without the prior permission. The contract is liable to be cancelled if either the contractor or any of his employees is found at any time to be such a person who had not obtained the permission as aforesaid before   submission of tender and engagement in the contractor’s service.

12.   The tender for the works shall only be witnessed by the contractor who himself/themselves has/ have tendered or who may and has/have tender for the same work. Failure to observe this condition would render tenders of the contractors tendering as witnessing the tender is/are liable for summarily rejection.

13.    The tenders for the work shall remain open for acceptance for a period of 90 days from the date of opening of the tenders. If any tenderer withdraws his tender before the said period or makes any modification in the terms and conditions of the tender which is not acceptable to the BSNL shall, without prejudice to any other right of remedy, be at liberty to be suspend for one year and shall not be eligible to bid for BSNL tenders from date of issue of suspension order.
14. SECTION -4 (Part A)
SCOPE OF MAINTENANCE- GENERAL

Electrical Maintenance of the Technical/Administrative/Residential building(s) as applied in our case means that all Electro Mechanical Services included in the schedule of work are kept in healthy and clean condition and wherever operation is called for, the same is also carried out. Specific details of maintenance activities required to each service are detailed under sections pertaining to that service.

METHODOLOGY

· It is presumed that contractor will provide minimum qualified staff at the site, which will be adequate to perform routine maintenance and operational functions. For optimum utilization one person can be responsible for number of services. Also maintenance staff has to be available round the clock round the year even on holidays. However, strength may vary during day & night shifts. Scheme for staff employed shall be got approved by the Engineer-in-charge.

· In case of faults beyond the capacity of the staff provided as above, contractor shall immediately provide extra specialized work-force so as to attend to the fault in minimum reasonable time.

COMMERCIAL

· The workers engaged by firm should maintain proper discipline and good behavior with occupants.

· The firm shall on the request of Engineer-in-charge, forthwith remove from the works any person employed thereon by him who in the opinion of the BSNL misconducts himself or misbehaves or has doubtful character. Such person shall not be employed again on the work.

· Any damage to the installation(s) / building during the maintenance period due to the carelessness on the part of maintenance staff shall be the responsibility of firm & he will replace/ rectify without any extra cost.

· The agency will provide the workers with necessary T&P, Testing & safety equipment.

· Relevant safety precautions and other site precautions / safety rules shall be adhered to while executing the contract.

The firm shall be paid as per schedule of quantity by the department. The similar certificate of purchase from engine manufacturer for engine spares or extra items shall be submitted along with the bill. The spare parts for alternator shall be purchased from concerned alternator manufacturer or their authorized service dealer for the capacities mentioned in the agreement. The certificate or purchase/documents shall be submitted to the Engineer-in-charge.
· Capacity testing of Engine alternator set:. The firm will assess the maximum load that can be delivered by the EA by putting additional load along with Exchange load, should be done every six month.

All items required for proper upkeep and maintenance of E/A set have to be arranged by the contractor. except following items.

SECTION 5 (PART A)
GENARAL INSTRUCTIONS TO BIDDER (GIB)

1. SCOPE OF MAINTENANCE:- 

1.1
Electrical maintenance of the Technical/Administrative/Residential buildings as applicable in this contract means that all Electro- Mechanical Services included in the schedule of work are kept in operational, healthy and clean condition. Applicable maintenance schedule is to be carried out and breakdowns are attended to promptly.

1.2
Specific details of O&M activities with regard to each service are spelled out under section pertaining to that service. In case of minor addition / alteration to the installation / existing equipment, the Operation and maintenance of such addition shall be done by the firm without any extra cost.

1.3
The price adjustment for inclusion / deletion of any major service to / from the scope of work shall be done after deriving the rate for the item. The derived rate shall be the sum of material cost of actual services to be maintained (@ 3.3% / 2.7% on SBP rates) + labour cost (@ Govt. appd. rates. The no. of labour to be selected as per criterion mentioned at page 39 below) +/- % age of tendered amount above / below estimates cost. 

1.4
If any Electrical equipment / installation which is in the inventory of tender but under warranty for some period, then recovery will be made and if new items added to the inventory after expiry of warranty period then extra item shall be paid as per above condition. The decision of Engineer-in-Charge for payment for deletion /addition in the agreement scope of work shall be final and binding on the contractor.
1.5
If any of the small buildings is deleted or added, cost in tender amount will be based on the estimated cost of that building + / - abetment over the estimated cost of the NIT.
1.6
All the electro mechanical services of the building will be handed over to the contractor in healthy condition. Handing / Taking over between the contractors shall be carried out within 15 days after the closure of contract to the entire satisfaction of the Engineer-in-charge, failing which works shall be carried out at risk and cost by the Department and the decision of Engineer-in-charge shall be final and binding on the contractors. The activities shall be completed by Engineer-In-Charge within 03 months.
1.7
After the contract period is over the installation has to be duly handed over to BSNL/next agency in the presence of BSNL authority, in good working, efficient & healthy condition.  The contractor shall be responsible for any discrepancies vis-a-vis the status of installation at the start of work plus any modification carried out during the currency of the contract.
1.8
Subletting the of work or part thereof is not allowed; however, on emergent grounds services of specialized agencies for specific works can be obtained with the permission of EE (E).
1.9
At the time of completion / closure of the contract, the defect liability for the assets which were under the scope of agency against the agreement lies with the contractor. The defects / faults in Electro-mechanical services included in the scope of work and identified & intimated  by SDE(E) / Engineer-in- charge shall be rectified / removed by the contractor free of cost at the time of handing over of the assets to the department. This shall be done within 10 days of handing over of the site otherwise work will be done at the risk and cost of agency without any further notice.
1.10
Electrical maintenance shall be carried out as per instructions contained herein & in the respective sections. If any preventive maintenance, checking of health of equipment is required to be done then it should be carried out by the agency as per the requirement without any extra cost.
Watch and ward of the installation under O& M contract   shall be the responsibility of   the contractor during contract period.

After the contract period is over the installation has to be duly handed over to the new agency along with the record of test results of equipments & associated items like oil etc. under supervision of SDE (E)/JTO (E) in charge. However installation is to be taken over by the new agency for O & M within 15 days of award of work 

2. METHODOLOGY :-
2.1 At the start of work, firm shall prepare an inventory of all Electro-Mechanical services jointly with J.T.O (E) / SDE (E), concerned.
2.2 Any defects, shortcoming brought to the notice of the de​partment while taking over New O & M within   the first 15 days from the date of start of contract, shall be the responsibility of the department shall be duly verified by the Department involving Telecom Officer also from SSA, except the activities which are part of preventive maintenance and are required periodically. Such activities shall be undertaken by the firm. All defects which can be attended without any material should be attended by the agency without any extra cost.

2.3 In case of change of contract from one agency to other, both the agency shall jointly inspect the assets of O & M along with BSNL representative & shall prepare a defect list duly signed by both the agencies & BSNL representative within 15 days. In case anyone of incoming or outgoing agency does not respond for joint inspection & preparation of defect list, the defect list shall be prepared in the presence of BSNL representative which shall be binding on other party. 

2.4 The defects listed during joint inspection shall be rectified by the old agency within 15 days from the date of preparation of defect list. If the agency fails to rectify the same within these 15 days, the same shall be got rectified at the risk & cost of the old agency without further notice. In such case, the department shall take necessary action for rectification of defects within next 15 days.

2.5 In case of any disagreement between outgoing & incoming agency related to the defect, the decision of the Executive Engineer (E) shall be final & binding on both the firms. In no case Executive Engineer (E) shall take the decision not more than 15 days from the date of disagreement of defects.

2.6 The contractor shall be responsible for any discrepancies, the status of installation at the start of work plus any modification carried out during the currency of the contract.

2.7 Prior intimation is to be given to concerned for carrying out the preventive maintenance schedule.

3. DOCUMENTATION

a) Preventive Maintenance schedule shall be displayed at site in a prominent manner.

b) Firm shall maintain History register at site which shall contain all the details of Preventive maintenance carried out as per schedule and the breakdown maintenance carried out as per site requirement during the contract period. The contractor shall submit within 7 days, preventive maintenance report in r/o site carried out during the last month. The report shall be made in 2 copies - 1 each for site (to be pasted in history register at site) & office record concerned. A copy shall be emailed to SE (E) Jammu also for information.

c) A complaint Register shall be maintained by the firm and the same shall be available for checking & verification. 

d) Certified copy of agreement should always be available at site .

4 Resources ( work force / material / transport etc )required for Contract:

The firm shall depute adequate no. of skilled and unskilled workforce for carrying out the Operation & maintenance & other activities as per contract. In case any additional / & specialized workforce / are required for routine maintenance /& fault control, same shall be provided by the agency at its own cost and nothing extra shall be paid. It will be sole responsibility of the agency to attend the site/ equipments, rectify the fault and commission the equipment within the stipulated time as per all the clauses and conditions of the agreement for the inventory attached. The firm shall ensure that the equipment is rectified within reasonable time as specified in the contract. In no case telecom services should interrupted due to any fault in assets under maintenance in this contract. The firm shall depute 34 shifts of skilled workforce and 90 shifts of unskilled workforce in a month for carrying out the operation & maintenance as per schedule of work. This is the minimum staff / shifts required for the services mentioned in the tender document. In case any additional / & specialized staff /& shifts are required for routine maintenance /& fault control, same shall be provided by the agency at its own cost and nothing extra shall be paid. 
The firm will provide minimum qualified workforce required for proper operation, maintenance & upkeep of services as per the instruction of engineer-in-charge. However, it is the firm’s responsibility to carry out proper work as per agreement and if more workforce are required, it is to be arranged by the firm at no extra cost. Decision of engineer in charge shall be final & binding. The operation and main​tenance workforce has to be available round the clock round the year even on holidays.

4.2  
In case of faults beyond the capacity of the workforce provided as above, contractor shall immediately   provide extra specialized work force so as to attend the fault in minimum reasonable time.

4.3 Shut down for maintenance shall be taken with prior approval of the department

4.4 The vendor agrees that it shall at all times indemnify BSNL against all claims for compensation under the provisions of any law for the time being in force or in respect of any person employed by it in carrying out the contract. Further, such staff has no right to claim employment from BSNL

4.5 The firm has to supply details of all the workers as per Annexure-1 (A&B) below likely to be engaged by it before start of the work. No worker shall be removed without approval of Maintenance in charge in writing.

4.6 The workers engaged by firm should maintain proper disci​pline and good behavior with occupants. The firm shall remove such workers from the site whose behavior is found improper. Engineer – in – Charge’s decision shall be final. Any instruction issued by the Departmental Officer has to be followed by the staff of Agency failing which they shall be removed as per the decision of E-in-C. During free time they should do preventive maintenance of Electrical Installation including cleaning etc.  

4.7 The agency should monitor the health of all electrical assets.

4.8 Emergency Complaint (as identified by E –in C) should be attended immediately. 

4.9 Agency has to observe all the labour rules & regulations in force.

4.10 The details such as EPF, ESI, qualification, and Identity and address proof of operative staff shall be furnished before commencement of contract. The contact details, ID and address proof of operative staff shall be intimated to the nearest police station before commencement of contract.

5 MATERIALS

7 Tax Indemnity clause:

BSNL has the right to recover Input Tax Credit loss suffered by it due to any mis-declaration on invoice by the supplier. 

Any sum of money due and payable to the supplier (including security deposit refundable to him) under this contract may be appropriated by the purchaser or the BSNL or any other person(s) contracting through the BSNL and set off the same against any claim of the Purchaser or BSNL or such other person or person(s) for payment of a sum of money arising out of this contract or under any other contract made by the supplier with  the Purchaser or BSNL or such other person(s) contracting through the BSNL.                                                                                                                                                                                                         

In case of set off of the security deposit against any claim of the purchaser or BSNL or such other person or person(s) for payment of a sum of money arising out of this contract or under any other contract made by the supplier with the Purchaser or BSNL or such other person(s) contracting through the BSNL, the GST on such set off will be borne by the supplier.GST would not be liable on security deposit. But if supplier set off the security deposit against any claim of the purchaser or BSNL or such other person or person(s) for payment of a sum of money arising out of this contract or under any other contract made by the supplier with the Purchaser or BSNL or such other person(s) contracting through the BSNL, then GST would be levied.

The bidder should furnish the name of its collaborator (if applicable), brand name, model number, type of the products and HSN classification under GST and Customs law offered in this tender. The technical literatures of the products should also be submitted. No change in either technology or product shall be permitted after opening of bids. 
Note: No payment will be made for goods rejected at the site on testing. Payment, if made, for such items shall be recovered from subsequent bills or other bills.

8
GST Invoice
8.1 All the details of supplier (name, address, GSTIN/ unregistered supplier, place of supply, SAC/ HSN code etc.) and other mandatory details shall be mentioned on the invoice.

8.2 Invoice/Supplementary invoice/Debit Note/Credit Note/Receipt Voucher need to be issued in compliant format and timely within the time prescribed under GST law.

8.3 In case of any deficient/incomplete/rejected supply, BSNL shall convey the same in a reasonable time to enable the supplier to issue credit note and take tax adjustment.

8.4 It would be the responsibility of the supplier to declare correct information on invoice and GSTN viz. the amount, the place of supply, rate of tax etc. In case, the eligibility of input tax credit is questioned or denied to BSNL on account of default by the supplier, the same would be recovered by BSNL from the supplier.

8.5 Registered location of the both the parties i.e. BSNL and supplier should be mentioned in the agreement with GSTIN No. Further, supplier should raise invoices at the registered premise of BSNL for availing of credit and ensure that the place of supply as per GST law is same as registered premise

8.6 BSNL could at any time instruct the supplier to raise its invoices at a particular location of BSNL

8.7 It is the responsibility of the supplier to ensure that place of supply and the GSTN of BSNL are in the same state. If for any reason they are not in the same state, the supplier shall intimate to BSNL and give adequate time before rising of the invoice.

8.8 E-waybill number should be mentioned on the invoices.

8.9 Supplier shall be responsible for timely issuance and delivery of invoice/ DN/ CN to enable BSNL to claim tax benefit on or before the stipulated time period provided by the GST law.

a) It is the responsibility of the supplier to ensure that outward supply return (GSTR-1) would be filed correctly. If not, than cost would be borne by supplier.

b) Reporting of correct outward supply by supplier in the outward return (GSTR-1) is the responsibility of the supplier. In case of mismatch because of supplier’s fault, prompt amendments must be made by the supplier else supplier would be required to indemnify BSNL of the loss of credit due to mis-match. The compliances to be adhered by supplier includes (but is not limited to) the following:

(i) Uploading appropriate invoice details on the GSTN within the stipulated time;

(ii) Issuing GST compliant invoice / CN/ DN.  PO issued by BSNL should be referred by supplier for capturing information on the invoice.

(iii) Supplier nees to pay the entire self-assessed tax on timely basis.

(iv) Where invoice is not uploaded or incorrect upload of invoice detail of GSTN by supplier then credit on such invoice will be given provisionally subject to matching. So, acceptance of changes made by BSNL on GSTN on account of non-upload or incorrect upload of invoice details on GSTN is to be submitted by supplier. Such changes w.r.t. the mismatch are required to be accepted by supplier within the time limit prescribed under the GST law. It should be noted that in case supplier does not accept such changes within the time limit prescribed under GST law, the loss of input tax credit (if any) would be recovered from the supplier. In case of mismatch because of Supplier's fault, prompt amendments must be made by the supplier else supplier would be required to indemnify BSNL for the losses of credit and interest paid due to mismatch.

(v) Supplier to issue all necessary documentation and perform all necessary compliances for BSNL to be eligible to claim the input tax credit of GST tax to them.  In case BSNL is unable to claim the input tax credit, the amount w.r.t. GST charged by the supplier would be recovered from the supplier. 

(vi) A self-declaration along-with evidence that the bidder is not blacklisted by GST authorities. In case supplier gets black listed during the tenure of BSNL contract, then supplier must indemnify  BSNL you ensure that no loss of input tax credit is borne by BSNL due to default of supplier.

10. Increase/ Decrease of tendered quantity

BSNL will have the right to increase or decrease up to 25% of the contract value depending upon the requirement of goods and services specified in the schedule of items without any change in the unit price or other terms and conditions at the time of award of contract. 


In exceptional situation where the requirement is of an emergent nature and it is necessary to ensure continued supplies from the existing venders, the purchaser reserves the right to place repeat order up to 50% of the quantities of goods and services contained in the running tender /contract within a period of twelve months from date of award of work at the same rate or a rate negotiated (downwardly) with the existing venders considering the reasonability of rates based on prevailing market conditions and the impact of reduction in duties and taxes etc.



11. DAMAGES TO   INSTALLATION: 
11.1 Any  damage to the  installation(s)/building  during  the maintenance  period  due to the carelessness on the part of main​tenance  staff  shall be the responsibility of firm  & shall be replaced/rectified  by the firm without any extra cost.

11.2 Any accident or damage during maintenance/operation  will be  the  responsibility of the agency & the Department  will  not entertain  any claim, compensation, penalty etc. on this  account or  on account of non-observance of any other requirement of  law relevant to his work.

12. TERMINATION OF CONTRACT:

12.1 Right is reserved by BSNL for terminating the contract due to serious default.  This includes major break down or accident or loss due to negligence on the part of firm, failure to attend breakdown in reasonable time, non-attending of fault in spite of repeated reminders in reasonable time disobedience and abandoning the site etc. In such a case full 8% Security Deposit which includes Performance Guarantee shall be forfeited by BSNL.  The decision of Superintending Engineer in this regard shall be final and binding.

12.2 Right is reserved by BSNL for closure of the contract at any time by giving one months   notice for reasons not attributed to the firm.   The decision of Executive Engineer shall be final and binding on the contractor for closure of contract and for which BSNL shall not entertain any claim.

13. DETERMINATION OF CONTRACT
The Engineer – in – charge may determine the contract in respect of any delay, inferior workmanship as per clause 3 of CPWD-8 contract conditions.

14. COMPENSATION FOR DEFICIENCY IN SERVICE/ DEFAULTS:

1. Any damage to the installation(s)/building due to the carelessness on the part of firm’s staff shall be the responsibility of firm and shall be replaced/rectified without any extra cost.

2. Any accident or damage will be the responsibility of agency and the Department will not entertain any claim, compensation, penalty etc on this account or on account of non-observance of any other requirement of law relevant to his work.

3. All breakdown calls/ complaints have to be attended by the firm with utmost promptness. If the agency fails to rectify any fault within reasonable time, the department reserves the right to carry out the work at the risk and cost of the agency. In case the fault is of emergency nature, which may affect the normal functioning of the services, and the firm fails to take immediate necessary action, the work shall be carried out at the risk and cost of the firm without giving any notice. The decision of the E.E (E) shall be final.

4. The defects of any nature shall be rectified by the agency promptly. With every running bill, certificate regarding “No defects pending” or the “list of the defects, if any” during the bill period shall be submitted by the agency which shall be duly verified by the JTO (E) & SDE (E).

5. The FD & FA system shall be maintained in healthy working condition. Any loss occurred due to non-maintenance of the system shall be recovered from the firm (if applicable).

6. Monthly Penalty of suitable amount shall be imposed on contractor in case of not maintaining neatness & cleanliness of EMS installations & areas in which EM installations are housed till the period of lapse. Decision of Engineer-In-Charge shall be final & binding.

2. The period after which compensation shall be applicable will be governed as follows.

i) 1(a) shall be applicable after period of two weeks or immediately if the ground changes from 1(a) to 1(b).

ii) 1 (b) shall be applicable immediately.

3. The period of two weeks shall be suitably extended, if required, in case of major defects (replacement/ repair) by the Superintending Engineer (E).

4. If the defects are unattended for more than two months, the same shall be got done at the risk and cost of the agency. No claim whatsoever from agency shall be entertained on this account.


8. (i) The firm should ensure that the equipment reported faulty is set right within 48 hours of reporting the complaint and in no case, later than three working days.

(ii) Appropriate penalties will be imposed if the firm is not able to achieve required service levels as mentioned below:

a) In case of not providing manpower as per contract, actual wages for the period of absence based on the rate schedule of that time will be deducted and with addition of 50% of the deducted amount will be levied as penalty.

15. TERMINATION OF CONTRACT ON DEATH OF CONTRACTOR:
Without prejudice of any of the rights or remedies under this contract, if the contractor dies, the Engineer in charge on behalf of the BSNL shall have the option of terminating the contract without compensation to the contractor. INCLUDING OF CONTRACTOR IN CRIMINAL / ANTISOCIAL ACTIVITIES AND CASES UNDER INVESTIGATION / CHARGE SHEETED BY CBI OR ANY OTHER GOVERNMENT AGENCIES ETC:
If the CBI / Independent External Monitor (IEM) / Income tax / Sales Tax / Central Excise / Custom Departments recommend such a course – Action will be taken as per the directions of CBI or concerned Department.

16. GENERAL CONDITIONS

i) The agreement shall be signed by both the parties on Non judicial stamp paper of appropriate   value which shall be purchased by the agency. 

ii) The contractor has to keep all the Electro-mechanical equipments and site, neat and clean to avoid any accident and or fire hazards.

iii) Firm should have round the clock Mobile telephone number. In case of Emergency and during visit of higher officers. contractor and his authorized engineer supervis​or shall be available at site on short notice from Engineer-In-Charge and make all efforts to make the situation normal at the earliest in case of emergent situation.

iv) Maintenance operator on duty shall have mobile telephone connection. The mobile no. shall be intimated to JTO / SDE / Engineer In charge.

v) The agency will display on a board in sub-station room important telephone numbers.

vi) The contractor shall not sublet the work or part thereof.  However, services of specialized agencies for specific work can be obtained.

vii) The firm should provide round the clock Mobile Telephone number (s) within15days from  date of award.   
17. COMPLIANCE OF LABOUR LAWS :-
All the provisions of the letter no. BSNL / Admn.I / 29-5/2007 (Pt.) Dated the 5th November 2008, Ltr No. BSNL / Admn.I/20-2/2010 Dated 6th May 2010 & up-to-date labour laws should be followed by the agency. The agency should provide documentary proof /receipt of labour payment showing amount paid, EPF Contribution, ESI documents etc. to the labour on monthly basis to concerned JTO, who should get it verified through concerned labour


The excerpts of the letter Dtd 5th Nov 2008 are reproduced as below.

           “The field units must also ensure themselves that the provisions of such statutes are complied with by way of -

i. maintenance of prescribed records and registers;

ii. preparation and filling of required returns;

iii. Contractor/Agency possess registration/license from the from the appropriate labour authority; and are furnishing particulars of their employees/workers engaged by them to execute the outsourced activities;

18. OTHER CONDITIONS: 

17.1 Guarantee cards / maintenance manuals and other documents of all the new material, provided in replacement of faulty material, are to be handed over to Engineer-in-Charge.

17.2 Safe custody of all logbook & registers will be responsibility of the firm. 

17.3 Mode of communication for the purpose of notice / intimation of occurrence of fault shall be any or all of the following. ( To be conveyed by agency to SDE(E) & Engineer –in- Charge within 7 days of award of work.)

a) E-mail.

b) By SMS.

c) Entry in the log book / fault register.

d) By letter.

e) Telephonic (in case of major breakdown / emergency & by Engineer-in-Charge).

f) Whattsapp

SECTION -5 (Part B) 

General (Commercial ) Conditions of the contract (GCC)

The firm shall read carefully the following conditions and shall quote accordingly confirming all the points in their offer.

1. Department reserves the right to accept the quantities in full or in parts.

2. SPECIAL CONDITIONS: 

i) The rates for all items of work, shall, unless clearly specified otherwise, include cost of all labour, materials and other inputs involved in the execution of the item.

ii) The work will be done as per current CPWD/ BSNL Specification.

iii) Any damage done to the building during the execution of operation & maintenance will have to be made good to the entire satisfaction of Engineer-in-charge.

Only BSNL approved material shall be used. In case BSNL approval is not there then ISI marked material shall be used. In case ISI marked is not available in particular item, material conforming to BS, shall be provided. 

3. TAXES AND DUTIES:  

a.
