	1. IMPORTANT NOTE :

	
	1.1 The work shall confirm, generally, to latest CPWD specifications for internal and external Electrical works, Indian Electricity rules, Relevant I.S. Code and local Bye-Laws. 

	
	1.2 The site plan annexed with the bid document indicates the general lay out of various equipments and is subject to minor variation from site to site and within the same site. 

	
	1.3 The vendor should himself evaluate the quantities of various material required and quote accordingly. Cost adjustment on account of deviation in quantity is not permitted unless specifically provided in the schedule of work. All minor civil works are included in the scope of work. Sample of materials should be got approved from BSNL before use at site.

	
	1.4 The vendor shall make his own arrangement for water and power supply for all cutting, drilling and welding tools and lighting etc. during erection, if reqd., by hiring a suitable DG set and nothing extra shall be paid on this account.

d. The evaluation and comparison of responsive bids shall be done on the basis of Net cost to BSNL on the prices of the goods offered along with all applicable Taxes, packing Forwarding Freight & Insurance charges etc, as arrived in Col. 16 of price schedule in Page no.:- 53-57 of the Bid-document after arithmetical correction in the manner laid down in clause above but excluding taxes which are creditable to BSNL. Further, the bidder is also required to mention the taxes (if any) applicable on the movement of Goods.

e. Duties, taxes & Cesses for which the firm has to furnish GST Challans / Tax invoices will be indicated separately in the PO.

f. Suppliers should furnish the correct HSN / SAC classification / Customs tariff Head in the price schedule. If the credit for the Duties, Taxes and Cesses under provision / rules under GST law is found to be not admissible at any stage subsequently owing to wrong furnishing of Tariff Head, then the supplier will be liable to refund such non-admissible amount, if already paid, along with penalty and interest if charged by the concerned authority.

g. ADDITIONAL CONDITIONS

1. Tendered rates are inclusive of taxes and levies payable under the respective statutes. However, pursuant to the Constitution (forty six Amendment Act, 1982, if any further tax or levy is imposed by statute after the date of receipt of tenders and the firm(s) there upon necessarily and properly pays taxes or levies, the firm shall be reimbursed the amount paid provided such payment if any is not in the opinion of SDE (whose decision shall be final and binding) attributable to delay in execution of work within the control of the firm.

1.1 (a) The firm shall keep necessary books of accounts and other documents for the purpose of this condition as may be necessary and shall allow inspection of the same by a duly authorized representative of Government and shall furnish such other information/documents as the Engineer-in-Charge may require.

(b) The firm(s) shall within a period of 30 days of imposition of any further tax or levy pursuant to the Constitution (Forty Six Amendment) Act 1982 give a written notice thereof to the Engineer-in-Chief that the same is given pursuant to this condition together with all necessary information relating thereto.

Note: -No additional condition whatsoever will be acceptable for turnover tax/sales tax on works contract. In case of additional conditions for the payment of such claims by the firm, the tender will not be considered.

2. PAYMENT TERMS:-
The following terms of payment shall be adopted:
(a) Payment shall be made after completion of work. 
For claiming this payment the following documents are to be submitted to the paying authority:-

a) Invoice clearly indicating break up details of composite price i.e. Basic, Goods and Services Tax (GST), any other Duties and Taxes, Freight/Packing Charges, etc.

b) Acknowledged Delivery Challan in original.

c) Inspection Certificate of QA(Payable copy in original)

d) The sea freight receipt as per the rates approved by the Ministry of Water and Surface Transport, if applicable.

e) E-way bill as prescribed in the GST law in case of movement of goods

f) Proof of payment of GST, if applicable.

g) Timely uploading of correct and necessary information on GSTN portal is mandatory as prescribed in GST compliances.

Note:-

1) If the supplier fails to furnish necessary supporting documents i.e. GST invoice / Customs invoices etc. and also fails to upload the information on GSTN in respect of the Duties/taxes for which input tax credit is available, the amount pertaining to such Duties/Taxes will be deducted from the payment due to the supplier.

2) Payment against GST credit will be made only when GST compliant invoice is submitted by the supplier.

Further, in case of any dispute on the payment to be made to the supplier, the same shall be settled on or before the month of September following the end of financial year to which the invoice pertains.

Additionally, in case the dispute is not settled due to any act of the supplier and input credit on the said invoice is lost by BSNL, the same shall be recovered from the supplier.    

Necessary declaration, statutory forms (if any) shall be provided by BSNL to avail concessional rate of tax wherever applicable on the request of the bidder as and when asked for.

3. Tax Indemnity clause:

BSNL has the right to recover Input Tax Credit loss suffered by it due to any mis-declaration on invoice by the supplier 

Any sum of money due and payable to the supplier (including security deposit refundable to him) under this contract may be appropriated by the purchaser or the BSNL or any other person(s) contracting through the BSNL and set off the same against any claim of the Purchaser or BSNL or such other person or person(s) for payment of a sum of money arising out of this contract or under any other contract made by the supplier with  the Purchaser or BSNL or such other person(s) contracting through the BSNL.                                                                                                                                                                                                         

In case of set off of the security deposit against any claim of the purchaser or BSNL or such other person or person(s) for payment of a sum of money arising out of this contract or under any other contract made by the supplier with the Purchaser or BSNL or such other person(s) contracting through the BSNL, the GST on such set off will be borne by the supplier.GST would not be liable on security deposit. But if supplier set off the security deposit against any claim of the purchaser or BSNL or such other person or person(s) for payment of a sum of money arising out of this contract or under any other contract made by the supplier with the Purchaser or BSNL or such other person(s) contracting through the BSNL, then GST would be levied.

The bidder should furnish the name of its collaborator (if applicable), brand name, model number, type of the products and HSN classification under GST and Customs law offered in this tender. The technical literatures of the products should also be submitted. No change in either technology or product shall be permitted after opening of bids. 
Note: No payment will be made for goods rejected at the site on testing. Payment, if made, for such items shall be recovered from subsequent bills or other bills.

4. GST  Invoice
5.1 All the details of supplier (name, address, GSTIN/ unregistered supplier, place of supply, SAC/ HSN code etc.) and other mandatory details shall be mentioned on the invoice.

5.2 Invoice/Supplementary invoice/Debit Note/Credit Note/Receipt Voucher need to be issued in compliant format and timely within the time prescribed under GST law.

5.3 In case of any deficient/incomplete/rejected supply, BSNL shall convey the same in a reasonable time to enable the supplier to issue credit note and take tax adjustment.

5.4 It would be the responsibility of the supplier to declare correct information on invoice and GSTN viz. the amount, the place of supply, rate of tax etc. In case, the eligibility of input tax credit is questioned or denied to BSNL on account of default by the supplier, the same would be recovered by BSNL from the supplier.

5.5 Registered location of the both the parties i.e. BSNL and supplier should be mentioned in the agreement with GSTIN No. Further, supplier should raise invoices at the registered premise of BSNL for availing of credit and ensure that the place of supply as per GST law is same as registered premise

5.6 BSNL could at any time instruct the supplier to raise its invoices at a particular location of BSNL

5.7 It is the responsibility of the supplier to ensure that place of supply and the GSTN of BSNL are in the same state. If for any reason they are not in the same state, the supplier shall intimate to BSNL and give adequate time before rising of the invoice.

5.8 E-waybill number should be mentioned on the invoices.

5.9 Supplier shall be responsible for timely issuance and delivery of invoice/ DN/ CN to enable BSNL to claim tax benefit on or before the stipulated time period provided by the GST law.

a) It is the responsibility of the supplier to ensure that outward supply return (GSTR-1) would be filed correctly. If not, than cost would be borne by supplier.

b) Reporting of correct outward supply by supplier in the outward return (GSTR-1) is the responsibility of the supplier. In case of mismatch because of supplier’s fault, prompt amendments must be made by the supplier else supplier would be required to indemnify BSNL of the loss of credit due to mis-match. The compliances to be adhered by supplier includes (but is not limited to) the following:

(i) Uploading appropriate invoice details on the GSTN within the stipulated time;

(ii) Issuing GST compliant invoice / CN/ DN.  PO issued by BSNL should be referred by supplier for capturing information on the invoice.

(iii) Supplier needs to pay the entire self-assessed tax on timely basis.

(iv) Where invoice is not uploaded or incorrect upload of invoice detail of GSTN by supplier then credit on such invoice will be given provisionally subject to matching. So, acceptance of changes made by BSNL on GSTN on account of non-upload or incorrect upload of invoice details on GSTN is to be submitted by supplier.
